In addition, pet owners and animal lovers can WALK to lend a paw for YOUR 
organization they love – see exhibits, demonstrations, educational programs, special 
attractions, product giveaways, entertainment, food, fun and things for adults and kids to 
see, do and buy – both human and pet related!

Event hrs: Set up 8 a.m. – 11 a.m. (event opens at 11 a.m.) - Walk at noon – event ends 3 p.m. 
 
Where:       Lancaster Fairground – Home of the Bolton Fair, Rt. 117 in Lancaster, MA. Centrally 

located —minutes from Rt. 2, Rt. 190, 495 only 20 minutes from Worcester and 30 miles 
from Boston! Click here for door to door directions. 50+ acres of flat, shaded paths 
(handicapped accessible) the grounds are enormous and beautiful (pictures below).
